What a patroller does on the ground

1.  Identify pod for evacuation.

2.  Remove adjustable chest strap from evacuation tee.

3.  (Unless already rigged,)  Tie a Figure-8 on a Bight knot in the end of the evacuation rope and attach rope end to bottom of evacuation tee using brown, locking carabiner.  (Do not screw gate closed.)

4.  Attach 3-wrap Rapid-release Prusik two feet above rope end knot.

5.  Attach adjustment strap (removed from evacuation tee in Step 2 above) with locking carabiner (or quick link on strap) near the camlock to the Rapid-release Prusik.  Connect second locking carabiner to loop end and clip to brown carabiner.  Pull more slack through the camlock device.

  6. Send the evacuation tee upside-down up to chair.  Be certain the belayer has moved to the correct side of the heavy-side haulrope.

What instructor does (as instructed by patroller)

1.  Get front straps out from seat of pod.  Have skier retain outriggers with the pod.

2.  Hold evacuation tee securely and remove brown carabiner.

3.  Wait for patrol to advise you to drop the tee.

4.  Attach the brown carabiner to both front straps.  Twist the red gate screw closed and pinch-test to show it is locked.

5.  Take adjustment strap carabiner (off brown carabiner), attach to pod’s back strap and twist the gate screw closed.  Conduct a pinch-test to show it is locked.  Pull excess slack out of adjustment strap.

6.  . Remove pod’s tether from chair

7.  Assist pod to scootch and wiggle out of the chair while being careful not to push yourself out.  Keep tips up on pod to avoid ski binding heel plate from catching on chair lift.
